The recipe for McKinley communion bread is adapted by Julie Birdwell from "Gluten-Free Artisan
Bread in Five Minutes a Day", written by Hertzberg and Francois, and uses a gluten-free sourdough
starter. For those who are curious, it contains Sorghum Flour, White Rice Flour, Brown Rice Flour, Oat
Flour, Teff Flour, Tapioca Flour, Potato Starch, Water, Xantham Gum, Turbinado Sugar, Kosher Salt.
The ceremonial loaf is a yeast-free, vegan loaf using gluten-free flour and oat milk. We are willing to
further adapt the recipe if any of these ingredients is problematic for any allergy sufferer, just let Julie
know. In addition to GF bread, McKinley uses only non-alcoholic grape juice in our common service
